It is only 

shared with E911 responders if you have a landline phone, or if otherwise       

required by law enforcement.   

Who will be able to use this information? 

Only Santel or our subsidiary company, Tech Solutions, or a contractor working 

on our behalf, will have access to this information.  We have a duty under fed-

eral law to protect the confidentiality of your data regardless of whether you con-

sent to our marketing campaigns or not.  

What action is necessary on a customer’s part to show consent? 

No action is required of customers at all, provided you are good with receiving 

our occasional notifications of new products or services. If you wish to NOT re-

ceive any targeted marketing materials, you may miss out on special offers or 

opportunities to improve your communications services. To opt out of marketing 

materials, please watch for the CPNI Opt Out information that will be included 

with your bill in early 2022.
